What is the 
scope, 
purpose and 
outcome?

The scope is the whole process value 
chain of wildland fire management, 
regardless of causality and origin.

It aims at a common understanding of
good practices, processes and well 
understood standards, domestically and 
internationally.

The outcome is the reduction of losses, 
from added expertise, risk management 
and accountability, involving all 
stakeholders in a good governance 
model.

Better fire governance reduces carbon 
emissions.
